It is made of: 
• A Primary Coil wrapped 

around the Iron Core
• And a Secondary Coil 

that is wrapped around 
the same Soft Iron Core. 

• BUT the coils are not 
electrically connected.

• The Soft Iron Core is 
used because it is easy to 
induce a magnetic field in 
it which can connect the 
two coils.
